Resource Project – Chapter 2
The mitoWheel project at http://mitowheel.org/mitowheel.html  presents a map of the mitochondrial chromosome and some annotation of what the different mitochondrial genes are. Go to the mitoWheel project and click on the arrow on the sequence. You will see the wheel of the map spin to bring to the top of the picture the gene that is represented at that point on the sequence, and you will get a little window that annotates each gene with its name. For some genes whose subunits are part of multi-protein complexes, such as ND6, the annotation also indicates which complex the gene is in. Write a paragraph describing the organization of the genes on the mitochondrial chromosome, including where the tRNA genes are located relative to the other genes and where members of each complex are relative to each other.
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
