1. Which version of Apache is the server using?

According to the parsed frame 24, the server is running Apache 1.3.33 (very old). 

2. What ports are the client and server using?

The server uses TCP port 80 (as expected) and the client is using port 2871.

3. Completely parse the following URL:                    http://www.examplebooks.com:8888/cgi-bin/ebook.php?HTTPforChimps#page345.

The user is using HTTP to access a publicly accessible part of the www.examplebooks.com  site running on TCP port 8888. The resource is the PHP program ebook.php in the cgi-bin directory below the default directory for the site. The URL asks for page 345 of the book “HTTP for Chimps.”

4. Completely parse the following URL: ftp://ftp.freestuff.com/Is%20This%20Really%20Free%3F

This URL accesses a file named Is This Really Free? In the default directory of the FTP site called ftp.freestuff.com.

5. What is a cookie used for? Examine your cookies.txt file.

Web servers cannot hold the vast amount of information needed about every user and session. So the Web (not technically HTTP) lets the client do it. When a Web server has a function that needs a state to be maintained over time, the server sends a small amount of data to the client – a cookie.
