Chapter 24: SNMP

1. What version of SNMP is used here?

The figure is using SNMP version 2C.

2. What router IP address and port is responding? 

The router at IP address 10.10.12.1 (CE6) responds using the well-known SNMP port 161. Note that in SNMP, the router is named “Router_R6.”

3. What is the SMI tree to the sysDescr group expressed in English instead of numbers? It starts “iso.org…”

The full string is “iso.org.DOD.Internet.mgmt.MIB-2.System.sysDecr.” 

4. The actual Timeticks value of 1209176765 is interpreted. What does this value represent?

This time is “The time, measured in 100ths of a second, since the network management software was re-initialized.” Note that this is not necessarily a re-initialization of the device!

5. Where is the response telling the management application to go for more device-specific information?

The content of iso.3.6.1.2.1.1.2 (sysObjectID) is iso.3.6.1.4.1.2636.1.1.1.2.10. That’s where the management software should probably look next.
