1. What are the four types of “voice” carried by VoIP?

Voice can be either fax, modem data, Touch Tones, or two people talking.

2. In the figure, is wincli2 sending (talking) or receiving (listening)?

The host wincli2 at 10.10.12.222 is the destination, so it is receiving (listening).

3. What UDP port is the client using for the call? 

The UDP destination port is 2048.

4. What international standard protocol is used to set up the stream?

ITU-T H.245 (not SIP!) is being used.

5. What voice coding standard is used for the “data” in the voice packet?

ITU-T G.729 voice coding is being used for the payload “data.”
