The Inverse Square Law III









Now, lets ask ourselves at what Distance would the Intensity of the light be 3/stops less bright or 1/8th as bright?  Take the inverse of 1/8 and that is 8/1 or 8.  Determine the square root of 8, and that is 2.8.  So, at 2.8D, or 28 feet, the Intensity of the light would be just 1/8th as bright.  Does the sequence 1D, 1.4D, 2D and 2.8D look familiar?  It should.  Maybe one more example will make it more apparent.
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
