AREAS OF CURRENT SPECIAL INTEREST

In summing up experience of 37 years in public health, I have published with a Russian colleague, The New Public Health: An Introduction for the 21st Century, a textbook of 882 pages for Russian schools of medicine, nursing and other health disciplines. This textbook was prepared with financial assistance from the American Jewish Joint Distribution Committee and the Soros Foundation (Open Society Institute) of New York. It brings together a broad overview of modern public health, including infectious diseases, family health and chronic disease, as well as health management, organization of public health services and evaluation of health services. This textbook was published in Russian in the fall of 1999 and distributed to medical and nursing schools, libraries throughout the former Soviet Union. It was also published in English by Academic Press in San Diego, California in July 2000. In 2002-03 it has been published in Uzbek, Bulgarian, Romanian and Macedonian languages and soon in Albanian. 

Consultation in the Russian Federation with the World Bank and Azerbaijan with UNICEF, World Bank and Israeli Ministry of Foreign Affairs joint project opened new vistas of professional interest and were published in an article on the epidemiologic transition in the former Soviet Union and the textbook referred to above. This has led to extensive current work in the period 1999-2003 in assisting in developing of new schools of public health in Russia (Moscow, Chelyabinsk, Tver, and St Petersburg), as well as in Central Europe (Macedonia, Moldova, Albania and Georgia). 

I worked for some 20 years with health in the West Bank and Gaza as the Israeli Ministry of Health supervisor of health matters, and especially on vaccination policy, primary health care, nutrition and training programs, until the transfer of health to the Palestinian Authority. In the period 2000 to the present time, I am working with US Academy of Sciences and other organizations on Palestinian nutrition isssues, including micronutrient deficiency conditions, moniroring of nutritional status and on communicable disease control.
